The case 5 intercomparison will involve the simulation of 3 periods of 
~10 days during TOGA-COARE. In the first stage, CRMs and SCMs will use 
observational based data to run their models. NWP models will use 
ECMWF re-analysis to run their models. In a second stage, it is hoped 
that forcing data for SCMs, CRMs and LAMs will be generated from the 
NWP runs. 
 
The timetable for Case 5 will be to have the documents describing what 
is required from the SCMs and CRMs by mid-January and a similar 
document for the NWP models very soon after. We hope to have some 
analysis of runs before the Pan-GCSS meeting in mid-May so will 
request results some time in early April. The second stage will begin 
some time after this.
